In 2008, Jon Foreman released four solo EPs (extended plays). Now, 10 songs from those EPs, and two 
new ones, have been compiled into Limbs and Branches. You’ll barely recognize the stripped-down, 
acoustic (but never boring) sound as belonging to the front man of the pop-rock band Switchfoot. 
� e lyrics also refl ect another side of this singer-songwriter: � ey are full of questions and “fi guring 
things out.” Much of this questioning leads to scriptures. Some are familiar, such as Psalm 23 (“� e 
House of God Forever”); some more surprising, such as Amos 5, the foundation for the Dylan-esque 
“Instead of a Show.” � is CD is indispensable for times when you long for quiet honesty. —SK

Souled Out
Hezekiah Walker and LFC | Zomba Gospel
For more than two decades, Hezekiah Walker and the Love Fellowship Choir have brought innovation 
and rich lyricism to urban choral music. Souled Out is no exception. It’s bursting with foot-stomping 
celebration, melodic adoration, and passionate testimony (Walker says “God Favored Me” is “the story 
of my life”). Of the many musical styles on this CD, my favorites are the worshipful ballads with their 
heavenly harmonies, especially “It Shall Come to Pass” and “� ere’s No Way.” I recommend Walker’s 
CD for days when your faith life has the blahs; by the end you’ll also be “souled out.” —SK

Leading Women Who Wound
Sue Edwards and Kelley Mathews | Moody
If I were leading a women’s ministry—or held just about any church ministry position that involved 
leading women—I’d want this book. As one of the authors explains, her mentors prepared her for 
many aspects of ministry, but not for the inevitable confl ict and personal attacks. � is book fi lls that 
gap by addressing common types of confl ict and walking ministry leaders through how to handle and 
resolve disputes. It particularly takes into account the ways women often do confl ict diff erently from 
men (we take it far more personally and may need more time for resolution). � e authors also include 
an invaluable chapter for male leaders who must help women resolve confl ict. —CW

The Cure: The Divine Rx for the Body of Christ—Life-Changing Love
Harry Kraus | Crossway
I remember being fascinated by my grandparents’ stash of ancient Reader’s Digests with articles such 
as “I Am Joe’s Pancreas.” � e Cure doesn’t talk about Joe’s pancreas, but the author—a missionary 
surgeon—does tap into his extensive knowledge of the human body to explore our lives as members of 
Christ’s body. As Kraus explains how our bodies are made and tells stories of cases he has encountered, 
he draws analogies to the quality central to the DNA of Christ’s body: love. —CW
